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The Windows of St. Timothy's 

 

The fifteen stained glass windows in St. Timothy's were designed and constructed by Mayer Studios of Munich, 

Germany. They were installed by Nicholas Wagner of New York .City.  

The large stained glass window above the altar was given by the Women of St. Timothy's Church in memory of 

Loved Ones. The 12 windows in the nave of the Church depict the life of Christ, beginning with the 

Annunciation of the Virgin Mary and ending with the Resurrection. These twelve windows were given as 

memorials by various individuals and families. Both the large window over the altar and the twelve nave 

windows were dedicated on January 25th, 1959.  

  

In 1974, two large stained glass windows (positions 15 and 13) were installed in the transepts of the Church. 

Both were dedicated on January 26th, 1975.

1. The Annunciation (Luke 1:26-38)  

In the sixth month the angel Gabriel was sent to Mary in Nazareth. Gabriel tells Mary that she will 

conceive and bear a son named Jesus: The angel Gabriel says, "Do not be afraid, Mary, for you have 

found favor with God. And behold, you will conceive in your womb and bear a son, and you shall call 

his name Jesus."
